TRANSPORT HISTORY GROUP VISIT  to Coventry Transport Museum on 25 October 2017
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This is a brilliant Museum, giving the history of transport production in Coventry together with information on the social background. Exhibits start from early bicycle production, through early cars, production in the two World Wars, to the decline in the 1970s and 1980s.  There are special exhibitions on Jaguar and on record-breaking cars, and there is a room dedicated to a huge model collection of Dinkies, Corgis, Matchbox and other brands. 

Travel arrangements
We will catch the 09.42 train from Goring to Reading and then the Cross-Country train to Coventry.  (The 10.06 from Goring to Oxford should in theory be better, but is often late.) In Coventry members may either walk – 15-20 minutes – or take a bus. The bus service from  Coventry Station to the Museum is frequent, but the walk is interesting, going close to the Cathedrals, and past the statue of Lady Godiva. Trains back to Oxford depart every hour at 25 minutes past the hour.  
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Costs
Those with Senior Railcards should buy return tickets from Goring to Banbury - £6.80 – and return tickets Banbury to Coventry at £9.25.  Total cost £16.05.  (This is £17.40 cheaper than buying return tickets direct to Coventry.) Entry to Coventry Transport Museum is free. 
Catering
There is a good café in the Museum serving drinks, sandwiches, snacks and a limited range of hot meals.  In the centre of Coventry, only a few minutes’ walk from the Museum, is a Wetherspoon’s pub, the Flying Standard.  There are many other outlets serving food.
